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Getting Married in Thailand 
 

Information you need to know 
 
You will need the following documents 
 • A certification document from your home consulate, which confirms  

- Both applicants are in full compliance with the requirements of Thai law for  
Legal marriage (see below) 

 -    Applicants occupation and annual income. 
 -    Marital status (both current and previous) of both applicants. Any and all  

      alimony payments and outstanding private debts must be fully disclosed. 
- The names and addresses of two contact persons, resident in the same area as     
      the applicants. 

 
This document must be translated into Thai and subsequently be certified as being accurate 
by the Thai Foreign Ministry. 
 • Your passports (originals) 
 • Divorce documents if previously married. 
 
Conditions of eligibility for marriage according to the Thai Civil Law Statute 2529 Buddhist 
Calendar (1986 Ad) 
 • Applicants must be aged 17 years of age on date of marriage registration. 
    Written parental consent is required if aged below 20 years. 

• Applicants must not have been judicially adjudged mentally incapacitated so as 
   to negate consent of marriage. 
• Applicants must not be close or direct relatives, including sharing a parent. 

    Albert through marriage. 
• Applicants must not have the same adoptive parents. 
• Applicants must not be currently married. 

 
Thai ceremony special information 
 
In respect to Thai culture and custom, the bride, groom and well-wishers, will be requested 
to observe the following conditions during the ceremony. 
 
- No shoes to be worn during the ceremony  
- Events and sequence may be changed without notice by the presiding monks or sheriff  
   performing the ceremony. 
- There is no speaking during any of the praying ceremonies 
- Proper dress code is required during the ceremony i.e. no short, bare arms or 
  mini-skirts etc. 
- Please do not sit cross legged when facing the monks.  
- When addressing a monk please ensure your eye height is lower than theirs. 
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Weddings in tropical climates 
 
You have chosen a tropical destination for your special day.  During certain months the 
destination can experience rain and showers.  When you select an out door venue for your 
wedding location, the resort or hotel will provide a back-up in-door location in the event of 
bad weather. There is no extra charge to you for this back-up venue, however by booking 
an outdoor venue you agree to this back up option with no recourse to the property.  
Weather is beyond the control of the company. To help limit this situation, it is strongly 
recommended that you remain flexible with your actual Wedding day during your stay.  On 
arrival the wedding co-ordinator will discuss with you the weather forecast and agree an 
appropriate date if needed. 
 
Right to change  
 
Whilst every effort is made to coordinate your wedding plans before arrival and thus allow 
you, the time to enjoy your stay, we do appreciate that sometimes, once on-site, you may 
want to make changes. To facilitate this, our wedding coordinator will meet with you early 
in your stay to review the arrangements. At this time and subject to availability, you may 
change your venue and add any optional item to your wedding.  It is with regret that pre-
booked items can not be cancelled and services within the wedding packages are non-
refundable. 
 
In the event you cancel your plans completely, the deposit is non-refundable outside 30 
days. Inside 30 days 50% of the total cost will be lost.

Our wedding information, location images and additional optional extra items can all be 
viewed at our website.

Confirming your wedding plans 
 
After completing your quotation form and receiving an appropriate response, securing your 
wedding is subject to a non-refundable deposit of 10,000 Baht.   Weddings can be booked 
directly with the hotel, however it is recommended that you book via your chosen tour 
operator/ travel agent.  In this way you can verify all technical items related to your 
nationality and avoid any local government issues. 
 
The balance of your wedding or blessing event is due 30 days prior to arrival. A pro-forms 
invoice will be issued in good time to arrange payment by bank transfer or credit card.

17.0 : The Bridal couple arrives at the venue where they are greeted by the hotel  

  management, friends and well wishes.  
: The couple is decorated with garlands and the Groom presents a bouquet to 
  the Bride. 

 : Banquet manager briefs the couple on the ceremony that is about to commence.  
 : Start wedding ceremony.   
 : Rite of marriage. 
 
17.50 : Blessing and exchange of rings.   
 : Nuptial blessing. 
 
18.30 : Open champagne, cut the cake and it is picture time.  
   (pictures can be taken throughout the ceremony if required).

9.30 : Guests are led in procession from their room by long drum parade and the    

  banquet manager, who escorts the couple to the wedding ceremony location  
  (Sala Thai in the garden, by the beach). 

 
9.40 : The Bridal couple arrives at the venue where they are received and greeted by  

  hotel management, friends and well wishes. 
: The couple is decorated with garlands and the Groom presents  
  a bouquet to the Bride. 

 
9.50  : The Bridal couple and entourage are seated. 
 : The Bridal couple is invited to light the candles and joss sticks. 
 
10.0 : The blessing from the Buddhist monks commences. 
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Sequence of wedding ceremony: (suggested timings) 
 
10.30 : The holy thread is placed on the couple's head, symbolizing their joining together,  

and their foreheads are marked with power in the form and a triangular mark, for  
  good luck  and prosperous future. 

 : At the end of the blessing they offer the “Sung-katarn” to the monks. 
 : The couple and the guests then receive a final blessing of holy water from the     

  monks as the ceremony comes to a close. 
 
10.50 : The Bride and the Groom then proceed to be seated at the Thai style wedding  

  altar, where  they are subsequently blessed by everybody in attendance.   
 : Each guest pours spiritual water over their hands and wishes them well for the  

future. (At this point of time, the couple may decide they wish to exchange     
wedding rings.) 

 
11.00  : Time to cut the cake and open champagne!!! 
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Lotus Lanna Wedding 

 
Thai Lanna wedding ceremony 

Baht 92,000 (nett) inclusive tax and service. 
 
Marriage is the tie that bonds a man and a woman together. Nearly every one is aware of 
this definition, but like most definitions it is inadequate. The very essence of marriage is the 
personal relationship between a man and a woman… not just a social bound. Marriages 
around the world differ in customs, traditions and practices, but this basic concept remains 
the same. 
 
Thai Lanna wedding has its unique feature. Northern or Lanna people regard this function 
as an old tradition as well as a social gathering. 
 
The highlight of the spectacle is the “Pook Mue” or sacred cord tied around each wrist of 
the Bride & Groom by the guests. Both of them seated on the wedding chair or kneel and 
their arms rest on large pillow. Guests line up to tie the wrists with string which is made of 
3-9 threads of cotton or yarn at about 10-12 inches wide. The sets of sacred cords are 
prepared in a tray and handed by the helpers to guests while approaching the Bride & 
groom. All the guests take the opportunity to congratulate couple with sincere wishes for 
their future happiness, financial prosperity, promising business, good employment, 
wonderful health, and to have healthy children.

• Thai Lanna Buddhist wedding ceremony. 
• Thai traditional long drum parade from the couple's room to hotel's lobby. 
• Thai Lanna parade from lobby to Thai Lanna wedding ceremony hall. 
• Honeymoon set up of guest room (if guests stay at the hotel) with flowers and  
   Thai traditional decorations. 
• Private candle light dinner for Bride & Groom. 
• One bottle of French champagne. 
• A fantastic wedding cake. 
• Special Thai neck garlands for the Bride & the Groom.

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Sequence of the Thai Lanna wedding ceremony: (suggested timings) 
 
9.30 : The monks arrive at the Thai Lanna wedding ceremony. 
 
9.40 : The guests are lead in procession from their room by long drum parade and  

  Thai Lanna parade. 
 : The Banquet manager will escort the couple to the Thai wedding ceremony hall. 
 
10.0 : The Bridal couple arrives at the venue where they are received and greeted by the  

  hotel management, friends and well wishes. 
 : The couple is decorated with garlands and the Groom presents a bouquet to the Bride. 
 : The banquet manager briefs the couple on the ceremony that is about to commence.  
 
10.10 : The Bridal couple and entourage are seated. 
 : The Bridal couple is invited to light the candles and joss sticks. 
 
10.20 : The blessing from the Buddhist monks commences. 
  
10.30 : A certain point in time the holy thread is placed on the couple's head, symbolizing their  

  joining together, and their foreheads are marked with powder, In the form and triangular  
  mark, for good luck and prosperous future by friends of the couple. 

 : At the end of the blessing they would offer the “Sun-katarn” to the monks.   
: The couple and the guests then receive a final blessing of holy water from the monks as  
  the ceremony comes to a close. 

 
10.40 : The Bride & the Groom then proceed to be seated at the Thai Lanna wedding altar,  

where they are subsequently blessed by everybody in attendance. (At this point of    
    time, the couple may decide they wish to exchange wedding rings). 

: Guests line up to tie the wrists with string, which is made of 3-9 threads of cotton 
or yarn at about 10-12 inches wide.   

: The sets of sacred cords are prepared in a tray and handed by the helpers to  
  guests while approaching the Bride & Groom.   
: All the guests take opportunity to congratulate couple with sincere wishes for the    

future happiness, financial prosperity, promising business, good employment, 
wonderful health, and to have healthy children.   

: As a matter of fact, the elders or very senior guests, i.e. grandparents, parents,    
  close relatives, respectful person and friends. 

 
10.50 : Time to cut the cake and open champagne!!!

 Sala Thai a Thai style house located within the gardens oceanfront. 
 Gardens lush and green, a tropical oasis within the resort. 
 Chaweng hall located off the lobby area (alternate option due to inclement weather).
